32. plantation agriculture; raised the cash crops of tobacco, rice, and indigo

37. indentured servants; earliest Africans usually gained their freedom, but by the early 1660s in Virginia Africans were held as “servants for life” or slaves; House of Burgesses recognized African slavery as a legal institution

*triangular trades = name for a number of three-legged routes that were part of the sugar-slave trade of the 1600s and 1700s

39. Middle Passage = passage across the Atlantic Ocean from West Africa to the Americas that was the route of the African-American slave trade
