43. Haymarket Riot = a violent fight in Chicago in 1886 between workers and police

44. grew slowly and at first lost most of its struggles with big business

45. Homestead Strike = a bloody and unsuccessful strike by the AF of L at the Carnegie Steel Company in 1892

46. founder and first major leader of the AF of L 

47. now called the AFL-CIO; today, the most powerful union in the U.S.

48. leader of the American Railway Union

49. Pullman Strike

50. Pullman Strike = an 1894 strike by railroad employees against the Pullman Company, which made railroad sleeping cars
