d. Where it happened (specific city/country AND theater of war)
e. When it happened

f. Other key facts you think are important—include at least two
g. Big title on the poster with the name of the battle

2. 1 informative sentence (write the page number) from the textbook on the battle
3. Picture that represents the battle

4. May sure the poster is colorful, neat, and eye catching.  A key consideration will be can people read your poster from 10 feet away?
