Descriptions:

*This defeat prevented Germany from seizing Soviet oil fields and turned the tide against Germany on the eastern front in Europe.
*German forces threatened to seize Egypt and the Suez Canal were defeated by the British and US forces. This kept Hitler from Middle East oil and attacking the Soviet Union from the South. 
* Despite intense German opposition and heavy American casualties, the  andings succeeded and the liberation of western Europe had begun.  This opened the second front the Soviets had wanted to take some pressure off of them. 
* American naval forces defeated a much larger Japanese force. A Japanese victory would have enabled Japan to invade Hawaii and Australia.
