Task:  You are to make a multimedia presentation about the Civil Rights Movement and what your evaluation of equal rights is in the U.S. today. In your presentation you must include the following:

· Background information about the civil rights movement from 1955-1968

· Define the Brown v. Board of Education decision.  Analyze the effects of the decision on states such as Virginia (look for terms such as Massive Resistance, White Flight, Private Academies)

· Describe how the actions of Dr. King and other civil rights leaders (Oliver Hill and Thurgood Marshall) affected equal rights in America

· Your evaluation of equal rights in the U.S. today and your “dream” for the future.  How do you think we need to make Dr. King’s dream a reality?

· Include as many pictures, quotes, political cartoons, music, videos, special effects, maps, etc. as you can about the Civil Rights Movement from both 1955-1968 and today’s “Civil Rights Movement.”

· Define the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Voting Rights Act of 1965.  Analyze the effects of these two acts on American society

Research:  You can conduct your research on the web if you choose reliable sources.  Sites such as Wikipedia are not considered reliable.  Check with your teacher if you are unsure about a site.
